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ABSTRACTS

Bulgarian participation in the UNFCCC  – Ms. Teodor Ivanov, MOEW

The report presents the greenhouse effect and its influence on the earth temperature. Brief information on carbon cycle, CO2 concentration and emission historical trends for last 200 years and 150 thousand years is provided. The report follows the history of the FCCC and its aims and also lists the Annex I and Annex II Parties under the convention. It provides the commitments and institutional frameworks existing under the UNFCCC, as well as the financial sources (GEF, UNDP, PCF) supporting the activities in this field.

Bulgaria’s commitments under the convention and the Kyoto Protocol are enumerated and a brief description of the work of the Ministry of Environment and Water is made. The report finishes with a table of the GHG emission trends in Bulgaria for the period till 1999. 

Background, GHG emission inventories and projections, policies and measures – Mr. Christo Vassilev, Energoproekt Research Institute
The report presents the studies undertaken in the country within the frame of the Climate Change Country Study Program (1993-1996) and Support for National Action Plans (1996-1998).

It presents GHG emission profile of Bulgaria, methodological grounds of the inventories, inventory results. The most serious emission sources are identified. The trends in GHG emissions are presented and analysed. 

GHG emission projections are based on analysis of previous trends and the assumptions for the economic developemetn in the country and the existing sectoral plans. The resent three scenarios for GHG emission trends till 2015 are given, analysed and compared (‘without measures’; ‘with measures’; ‘with additional measures’ scenarios). Included, adopted and planned GHG mitigation policies and measures are discussed.
NCCAP of Bulgaria. Planned measures and status of implementation. Problems and expectations – Mr. Daniela Stoicheva, MOEW
The NCCAP development and the procedure of its approval by the Government is addressed in this report. It discusses the measures included in the plan that are implemented and the reasons for the rest of the measures not to be fulfilled. The overall results of the implementation of the plan are given.

The report also stipulates on the problems that could hinder the fulfilment of the commitments of Bulgaria under the Kyoto Protocol. 

Assistance with the development of the national capacity self-assessment - Mr. Carsten, GEF
The report presents the GEF projects aimed at the development of the national capacity self-assessment system, to identify country capacity building needs.
